The preserved battlefield around the Hill 60 crater bears 
witness to the ferocity of the fighting around this vantage point, which 
changed hands on several occasions. 

Menin Gate & Ceremony 
The largest and the most important of the British memorials to the Missing in 
The Salient, The Menin Gate holds the names of 54,896 soldiers of the British 
Empire. This memorial marked the start of one of the main roads out of Ypres 
towards the Front Line. Following a meal at the ideally located Den Anker 
restaurant, your students will witness the moving ‘Last Post Ceremony’ which 
takes place every evening at 8pm. 

Langemark German Cemetery
A sombre, foreboding place, this cemetery contains the bodies of more than 
40,000 German troops, over half of whom lie in a mass grave. The entrance 
contains a memorial room dedicated to the dead of the Student Battalions 
decimated here in 1914. 

Tyne Cot British Cemetery
Tyne Cot Cemetery is the resting place of 11,956 soldiers, and the largest 
British Military Cemetery in the world. The panels in the rear wall hold the 
names of 34,888 missing soldiers.

On 1st July 1916 the British suffered nearly 60,000 casualties, of whom approximately 20,000 died. About two thirds of these were from 
the New Army: the volunteers who had answered ‘The Call’ in 1914 when war broke out.

Thiepval Memorial & Visitor Centre

Lochnagar Crater, La Boisselle

Albert, 1916 Museum

Standing by the Albert-Bapaume road, this monument marks the spot from 
which the first tank attack in history began in September 1916. 

Ulster Tower 
Built as a memorial copy of the tower that the 36th Ulster Division had 
trained under in County Down, Northern Ireland, the tower marks the site 
against which the men of Ulster advanced on 1st July 1916. The northernmost

A York University History graduate, Nigel has been a History

Stephen has a PhD in Modern History gained from King’s

travelled to over 80 countries and has published a book on Irish history 
for MacMillan’s War Studies Series.

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The Anne Frank House 
Comprises the preserved warehouse offices, annexe and a modern extension, 
students can visit the rooms where the Frank family hid for over two years 
and where Anne wrote her diary. The modern extension houses exhibitions 
on those in the annexe and on the wider story of the fate of Europe’s Jewish 
population as well as displays seeking to link these themes to contemporary 
issues relating to persecution and prejudice. 

Walking Tour of the Former Jewish District
The full day tour includes: Rembrandtplein, the Kloveniersburgwal (scene 
of wartime demonstrations and Nazi barriers), the Portuguese Synagogue, 
the Jewish Historical Museum, Auschwitz Memorial and the Hollandsche 
Schouwburg deportation site. 

Arnhem – Operation Market Garden
Visit this important WWII site either as a half day visit from Amsterdam or 
with Camp Vught or Amersfoort as a full day excursion. The tour includes 
visits to the Allied landing zones and the bridge in Arnhem itself but most 
time is spent in the suburb of Oosterbeek, where Allied troops were stopped 
and surrounded by German forces. Here you will visit the poignant CWGC 
cemetery and the excellent Airborne Museum which looks at the fighting from 
the perspective of the British, German and Polish troops involved as well as 
the longer term consequences for the Dutch population.

Amsterdam
A visit to Amsterdam allows students to explore all aspects of Jewish life and culture prior to WWII, as well as the wartime persecution 
and destruction in considerable detail, through a series of well preserved sites and excellent museums, all just a short travelling time 
from the UK.
