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What could be more cultural than buying the ingredients for 

your lunch at the market, finding a nice quiet spot – sitting 

back and having a lovely meal.

This case study encourages your learners to think about their 

lunch time meal before arriving at the market, allowing them 

to practise speaking and listening before the pressure of French

natives listening in.

There are other shopping opportunities in Montmartre as well 

as an opportunity to have a close look at street artists working. 

If you want to look at artists then is is a good case study to 

involve your art department.

As with all aspects of NST Educational Resources, there is 

absolutely no obligation for you to use this resource on a visit. 

It is entirely up to you if and how you use this resource.

Montmartre
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Brief:

You will be at the market over lunch time. Use the 

Market and surrounding shops to purchase your 

lunch. 

You will need to 

Research names of food items, 

Prepare questions – in French in

readiness to purchase the food

Project 1: 

Lunch 

(KS3 KS4)
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Spend some time pre visit practicing 

your speaking, but also try to prepare 
your pupils by considering what types of 
responses they will get for the 

questions. 

Some questions may give technical 
responses where the pupils will need to 
know specific vocabulary. Also there is a 
really good opportunity for the pupils to 
learn how to query responses to ensure 
that they understand the reply.
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Pre Visit Tasks.

Task :

Pupils research French Oral skills in readiness for 

buying food at a market.

Detail:

Pupils  consider what questions would be suitable to 

ask.

These questions should be written in their Journal 

and practiced pre visit.

These questions could be first considered in 

English as a whole group task. Then with some 

support from the teaching staff suitable questions 

could be allocated to individuals to reflect the 

correct cognitive levels. 

Each pupil should have one question prepared to 

ask and maybe 1 or 2 other questions in case 

there                               is further time at the end.

It is suggested that they work in pairs initially 
and plan to use these pairings when at the 
market – as one of the pair asks their question, 
the other takes notes on the response to allow 
the questioner the time to focus on listening and 
understanding It may be suitable for the whole 
group to practice with a member of staff in 
“Role” to ensure timings are correct.
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Children show some understanding of

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During Visit Tasks.

Task :

Pupils buy the food and make their lunch

Detail:

Give the pupils an amount of money if necessary, ask 

them to go in 3’s around the market and meet back 

at a certain place at a certain time, and then make 

lunch and eat.

Good places to eat can be either at the market, or 
outside the cathedral doors.
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Children show some understanding of

Review of the activity

Responses from the member of staff should be
